Prisoner = Person who is imprisoned, imprisoned as 

punishment Person who surrenders to the victor (WITHOUT 
RIGHTS!!) 

 
Prisoner = a captive (as in bound) chained, prisoner. => A 
person who is dominated by an emotion or passion, usually 
for reasons other than crime.
