Purpose –  
 

1. To encourage persecuted and suffering Christians (1:6-7; 5:8-9, 
12). 

 
2. To prepare them for more severe trials yet ahead (4:12-13). 

 
3. To give consolation during the present sufferings and to prepare 

them for the trials still ahead. This he does by showing them the 
wonderful hope that lies ahead (1:13), and also pointing them to 
the example of Christ (2:21-23). 

 
4. To exhort husbands, wives, servants, elders and people to fulfill 

their duties and not give the enemy any ground for true 
complaint (4:15-16).
