The Biblical record is clear, all four Gospels record Jesus’ death:
and I was dead, this is a fact, it is the record that Jesus was truly dead.

Jesus was fully God, and He was also fully man. Because Jesus was a man
He could really die. John 10:18

How Did Jesus Die? All four Gospels record His death. On the Cross, a
spear in His side, blood and water.

Why Did Jesus Die? Because of our sin, Romans 6:23



John 12:32; 2 Corinthians 5:21;1 Peter 2:24

To Reconcile Man To God (Man’s fault) and man with fellow man,

and this universe: Colossians 1:20

The record is clear Jesus was raised from the dead: and behold, I
am alive forevermore,
