1. Verses 1-3 - Faith’s Description:

“Now faith is” — This is not a definition of faith but a description of what
faith does and how it works.

Abel — offered, Noah — prepared, Abraham — offered, Moses — left Egypt.

Biblical Faith — “confident obedience to God’s Word in spite of emotions,
circumstances, and consequences”

How Does True Bible Faith Work? — (4 Characteristics)
1. True Bible Faith Involves Revelation — The Word of God, the
assurance (substance); “a setting or placing under, foundation,
firm trust”

1. Verse 4 — Abel — A Faith That Worships: Heb 11:4

Gen 4:3-8

The difference was “Faith”; Cain was a non-believer and Able was a
believer! (Cain was religious but not righteous)

Heb 11:4 — “better sacrifice” — Literally “more sacrifice”
Matt. 23:35

Cain Wanted Religion Not Righteousness. Jude 1:11
Able Offered A Sacrifice By Faith: Gen. 4:4

Antediluvian — “Before the deluge” (Flood)

And Enoch walked with God; To walk (lifestyle, habitual action) in
obedience to God through His Word, following the Lord, in

fellowship and partnership with God.
