“blaspheming” – “to vilify, specially to speak irreverently, defame, rail on, 

revile, speak evil”

“boldly” – “to be frank in utterance, or confident in spirit and demeanor, 

(preach, speak) boldly”

“repudiate it,” – “to shove, to push off, figurative to reject, cast away, put 
away from, thrust away from”  

 
The rejection of the Written Word (Bible) also Results in Forfeiting a 

Relationship With The Living Word which is Eternal Life.

Why is there such a diverse reaction to the teaching and preaching of the 

Word of God?  
 

Matthew 13:3-23 – Parable of “The Sower and The Seed.”

The sower – Is Jesus Christ. Matt. 13:37  
 

Seed – Word of God Luke 8:11  

 
Jesus Gives 4 Conditions of soil which are 4 conditions of the Heart: 

 
1. Matt 13:19 – The Hard Heart  

 
2. Matt 13:20-21 – The Shallow Heart  

 
3. Matt 13:22 – The Divided Heart  

 
Jesus gives 3 types of Weeds:  

 
1. The Weeds of Worries: with worries (Literally "The 

distractions of this age.")  
 

2. The Weeds of Riches: and riches  

 
3. The Weeds of Pleasures: and pleasures of this life, Literally 

"Desire concerning the remaining things."
