Matthew 6:9-13  
 
John 17 is The Prayer of Jesus:  
 
Matthew. 5:1  
 
"The disciples came to Him."  Disciple - "learner"  "follower"  
"pupil".........it is one who follows both the teacher and the teaching. 
 
Luke 11:1-2 
 
Matthew. 6:5-8 Jesus gives us some "Negatives & Positives to Prayer" 
The "How to Pray"  
 
Verses 5-6 Prayer - Sincere Not Hypocritical: (Pharisees) 
 
Verses 7-8 Prayer Thoughtful Not Mechanical: (Pagans)   
 
Danger in prayer that I can do 2 things wrong:  

1. Not be Sincere (Hypocritical) 
2. I can Be Mechanical (Not thoughtful) 

 
• Jesus never gave the Posture of Prayer  
• Jesus never gave the Place of Prayer  
• Jesus never gave the Time of Prayer Ephesians 6:18

Verse 9 - Invocation - Our Father Who art in Heaven - Beseeching God 
 
First 3 Petitions: (God Glory) The Re-alignment. 

1. "Hallowed be Thy name" - Honoring His name  
2. "Thy Kingdom Come" - Advancing His Kingdom  
3. "Thy will be done" - Doing His will  

 
Last 3 Petitions: (Man Side) The Result. 

4. "Give us our Daily bread" - Provision   
5. "Forgive our debts" - Forgiveness  
6. "Lead us not ... deliver us " - Guidance & Deliverance

Verse 9 - Invocation - Our Father Who art in Heaven - Beseeching God  
 

• Father is used 14 times in the Old Testament 
• Father is used 60 times by Jesus during His ministry 
• First words uttered by Jesus when we see Him was this: Luke 

2:49  
• Last words uttered by Jesus on the cross: Luke 23:46  

 
There is only one time when Jesus did not use the name Father in 
prayer: Matthew. 27:46   
 
Father is used 275 times in the New Testament   
 
God is revealed as a God of Power   
 
God is revealed as a God of Holiness   
 
God is revealed in the New Testament as a God of Love John 3:16-17 
 
1 John 4:8  
 
The New Age Movement is characterized by Pantheism and Polytheism   



 
When Jesus used the term Father It was used in a tender way, it was 
very personal. Abba Father or literally a young child speaking to His 
father. "Daddy, Daddy" (Dearest Father)
