1. Jesus Had Divine Persuasion: He had to pass through Samaria; The word 
“had”; “logical necessity”

2. People Are Thirsty: There came a woman of Samaria to draw water.

Asked a Favor is a form of a compliment. The other person 
possesses something that you desire or admire.

4. Jesus Refused To Argue: "How is it that You, being a Jew, ask me for a 
drink since I am a Samaritan woman?"

“We need to contend for the faith, but don’t be contentious for the

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5. Jesus Caught Her Interest: "If you knew the gift of God, and who it is 
who says to you, 'Give Me a drink,' you would have asked Him, 

 
Jesus is saying, “I know something you don’t know”
