Galatians — written by the Apostle Paul, about 49 AD. The Theme of this book is
“Christian Liberty”’; It is called “The Charter of Christian Liberty.”

Galatians 6:11-18 — In the closing verses, Paul is dealing with these Judaizers
who are motivated by pride and desire to avoid persecution, and Paul, who has
suffered for the Gospel, but boasts only in Christ.

Gal. 6:14 — “But may it never be”: “God forbid” literally, “May it never come to
pass”

Paul boasted in one thing “The Cross Of Our Lord Jesus Christ!”
