Isa. 9:6 is a “Birth Announcement” which was announced 700 years Before not 

After the Birth of Jesus Christ! 
 

“This Birth Announcement” Contains 5 Names given to Jesus that describe 
Jesus as the “Ultimate, and Greatest Gift of All Time!”   

 
God named the first man "Adam" – means "Earth." Because he was taken from 

the dust of the ground. Eve – “Mother of all the living”  
 

Abram “Exalted Father” to "Abraham" which means "The Father of many nations,"  
"Isaac" which means "laughter." 

 

When Rachel (Jacob’s Wife) was dying, she gave birth to a son, and she named 
him "Ben-o-ni" which means "Son of my sorrow."   

 
Jacob wisely changed his name to "Benjamin" which means "Son of my right
