The term Beelzebub – A title of contempt for Satan by the Jews. 
This was a title for a Canaanite god “Lord of the flies, Prince of 
the demons, Lord of the house”

Strongman – is Satan. He is very strong.  
 
 
House – Satan’s domain, his dwelling place, the physical and 
spiritual realm that he controls. Ephesians 6:12  
 
Property – which would be the demon possessed people. Those 
that Satan has gained.

4. Verse – 30 The Accusation Omits That God’s Kingdom Is Not

3. Verses – 31-32 The Warning: 
 

Blasphemy – compound word meaning, “harmful, or injurious 
speech” 
 
Matthew 12:31 shall not be forgiven.  
 
Matthew 12:32 shall not be forgiven him, either in this age, or in 
the age to come.  
 
 
What The Blasphemy of The Holy Spirit is not –

What Blasphemy of The Holy Spirit is – “Not a single act but an 
attitude. An attitude that closes one’s mind and conscience to 
the conviction of the Holy Spirit until the conscience becomes so 
hardened that the one voice which calls to God, the voice of the 
Holy Spirit, can no longer get through. Such are then beyond 
pardon, beyond hearing the call to pardon.” 
 
“It is not that one seeking pardon will not find it, but rather that 
one who rejects the Holy Spirit will not seek pardon.” 
 
1. It is a calculated sin, not one of impulse: 
 
2. It is a sin of knowledge, not of ignorance, but a sin against 

spiritual knowledge and light:  
 
3. A sin of finality:  
 
4. The sin is not an isolated act but a habitual attitude: 
 
5. It is a sin of the heart, not merely of the intellect or tongue:
